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Jokowi-JK pair favorite to win election: survey

Jakarta, June 6 (ANTARA) - The Jokowi-JK duo is preferred
by 42.65 percent respondents, while 28.35 percent prefer
Prabowo - Hatta pair for Indonesias next president and
vice president in the July 9 election, revealed Soegeng

Sarjadi School of Government (SSSG)s survey.

SSSG Executive Director Fadjroel Rachman stated here on
Thursday that 29 percent of those surveyed are still
undecided.

Rachman stated that 56 percent of the people surveyed
meanwhile preferred the Prabowo - Hatta campaign slogan
of "Indonesia Rise" while 44 percent liked Jokowi-JKs

slogan of "Indonesia Great."

"The pair considered capable of overcoming the problems

in Indonesia is Jokowi-JK supported by 47 percent of those
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surveyed. The Prabowo-Hatta duo is only supported by
33 percent on the issue," Fadjroel pointed out.

As per survey results, 47 percent of the respondents
considered the Jokowi-JK pair to have a futuristic view
while only 21 percent of them shared the same viewpoint

about the Prabowo-Hatta duo.

Fadjroel added that 54 percent considered the Prabowo-
Hatta pair more straightforward against 35 percent

respondents who chose the Jokowi-JK duo.

On which pair is considered more considerate about
the people, 52 percent had chosen the Jokowi-JK pair,

while 25 percent believe it is the Prabowo-Hatta pair.

Fadjroel said the SSSG survey was done by phone and
covered 10 big cities in Indonesia, such as Jakarta, Surabaya,
Bandung, Semarang, Medan, Makassar, Yogyakarta,
Palembang, Denpasar, and Balikpapan. The survey was
conducted during the period between May 26 and June 4
and had a 95 percent rate of confidence and a 2.78
percent margin of error.

Meanwhile, samples were taken randomly from 1,250

customers, he added. (Antara)

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What to Expect in the First Presidential Debate

The Indonesian presidential and vice presidential
candidates will face off in the first of five debates organized
by the General Election Commission (KPU) in Balai Sarbini,
Plaza Semanggi, Central Jakarta, on Monday. The debate
will focus on the process of institutionalizing democracy,
clean government and law enforcement - a topic that has
certainly captured the electorate’s imagination given
the constant bombarding of news pertaining to these
matters as the electioneering heats up.

In an election campaign increasingly dominated by
the voices of campaign spokespersons and spin doctors,
the debates are important because voters will have an
opportunity to hear directly from the candidates
themselves and audio-visually compare and contrast both
Joko Widodo and Prabowo Subianto.

Candidates will also have the chance to shape their
campaigns in their own image and voice, and showcase
their ability to withstand the pressures of interrogation.
As such, both pairs should take this opportunity to focus on
differentiation instead of, as is the norm in previous

presidential debates, frequently agreeing with each other.
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Joko and Prabowo’s views are expected to feature more
prominently than those of their vice presidential candidates
since both Hatta Rajasa and Jusuf Kalla’s expertise lies in
management of the economy.

However, viewers would do well to catch on subtle hints
given by Kalla when Joko speaks. There is a fear that Kalla,
a Makassar Buginese with a penchant for decisiveness
and tough-talking, can overshadow polite and soft-spoken
Joko as the latter attempts to counter the Prabowo
campaign’s portrayal of him as weak. Joko would have
a lot of explaining to do if he does not assert himself
adequately, especially in the worst-case scenario where
Kalla grabs the microphone from him mid-speech in
an attempt to clarify.

The debate is expected to address problems regarding
the alarming rise in religious intolerance. Prabowo will be
probably have more to address than Joko since his
campaign has decided to include conservative Muslim
elements such as members of the Prosperous Justice Party
(PKS), United Development Party (PPP), Crescent Star Party
(PBB), and even the much-feared radical group Islamic
Defenders Front (FPI).
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There have been a lot of mixed signals coming out from
Prabowo’s  campaign,  with  prominent  campaign
spokespersons giving out very conflicting messages. PAN
chief patron Amien Rais termed the battle between
Prabowo and Joko as a battle between Islamic and
non-Islamic  forces, whereas Prabowo’s brother and
Gerindra deputy chief patron Hashim Djojohadikusumo
promising to defend Christian churches from creeping
Islamic fundamentalism.

Joko, on the other hand, has the support of the National
Awakening Party (PKB), whose main source of support lies
in the moderate Nahdlatul Ulama clerics and has
consistently defended harmonious co-existence between
the different faiths. Both candidates would do well to
reassure moderate Muslim as well as non-Muslim
Indonesians of their commitment to the national motto
“Unity in Diversity”.

The debate is also expected to tackle the ever-present
problem of corruption in the bureaucracy. Both sides need
to reassure the ordinary voter of their commitment to
cleaner government and the efforts of the Corruption
Eradication Commission (KPK) in dealing with corrupt public
officials. At the present moment, both are promising to

increase the KPK’s powers and funds, and also appoint
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more public officers who are beyond reproach to high
positions. However, Prabowo seems to be weighed down
by the support of high profile suspects in corruption cases
such as former Religious Affairs Minister Suryadharma Ali.
Joko is not excluded from this, with his list of campaign
advisors including former Maritime Affairs and Fisheries
Minister Rokhmin Dahuri and PDI-P legislator | Wayan
Koster. Both will have to convince voters of their
no-tolerance approach towards corruption despite having
the support of tainted officials and perhaps elaborate
beyond what their platforms have established.

One other issue expected to figure prominently in the
debate is on their commitment to protecting human
rights, especially in a country that to this day is still
suffering  from the traumatic effects of authoritarian
government which only ended 16 years earlier.

Both campaigns have gone through great lengths to assure
voters of their human rights credentials, although Prabowo
would naturally need to do more to convince since he was
a military officer during the heydays of the New Order and
was implicated in many incidents including the forced
abductions of activists in 1998 and military operations in

then-East Timor as well as Papua.
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However, both Prabowo and Joko count among their high
profile supporters former generals who do not exactly
possess the cleanest records in human rights, such as
Yunus Yosfiah for Prabowo, and Muchdi P.R. and A.M.
Hendropriyono, both implicated in the murder of activist
Munir Said Thalib, for Joko.

Although human rights is considered an “elite” issue which
garners very little support outside of the urban and NGO
crowd, demonstrating devotion to this sacred pillar of
democracy must be a requirement for both candidates as
Indonesia continues to muddle towards building a stronger
democratic system.

Ultimately, debates are always an opportunity for election
candidates to counter expectations. As of now, Prabowo is
widely expected to win in the debates because of his
eloquent and fiery public speaking skills. Whether or not
this is an intentional attempt by the Joko campaign to
lower expectations remains unknown, but it increasingly
looks as though the debate is Prabowo’s to lose.

For Prabowo to solidify his impending victory, he could do
well to address these nagging issues, and perhaps display
the elusive softer side to humanize his occasionally
intimidating demeanor. For Joko to defy expectations and
pull off an upset victory, he should start with adopting
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a firmer tone in his voice and show that he has what it
takes to run a country and not just the requisite skills to
manage an urban area.

Ordinary Indonesians would do well to look behind
the advertisements and the talking heads of the campaign
to see the candidates duel head to head on the issues
which matter.

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Violence in Indonesian Polls Portends Il

for High-Stakes Presidential Race

Jakarta. Former Constitutional Court chief justice Mahfud
M.D., the campaign manager for presidential candidate
Prabowo Subianto, has likened his campaign strategy to
going to war.

And a war is what some observers fear, following a rousing
comeback by Prabowo against his rival, Joko Widodo, in
their second presidential on Sunday, and opinion polls that
show the former military general closing the gap on, or
even overtaking, the popular Jakarta governor.

A poll by the Indonesian Survey Circle (LSI), conducted
from June 1-9, showed Joko leading with 45 percent over
Prabowo, at 38.7 percent. Yet the latter recorded a massive
gain from an LSI survey in May, where he picked up
a measly 22.7 percent to Joko’s 35.4.

Indeed, several sets of data are showing that he has
already taken the longtime front-runner. A United Data
Center (PDB) poll, conducted between June 6 and 11, gave
Prabowo 31.8 percent and Joko 29.9 percent.
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The result marked the end of Joko’s lead in the polls that
stretched back to September last year but had been
declining rapidly, according to Agus Herta, a senior
researcher at the PDB.

While the results from the different pollsters vary, the
picture that emerges is undeniable: the presidential
election on July 9 will be tighter than anyone could have
expected.

For some, this is cause for concern. There are fears that
the highly competitive nature of the election may
supercharge tensions between rival supporters, brewing
a perfect storm of social conflict.

“In the event that the results really are close — around
half a percent — there is the possibility of conflict, because
one side will not trust the results,” says Asvi Warman
Adam, a historian with the Indonesian Institute of Sciences
(LIPI).

Asvi points to the violence that regularly mars regional
elections throughout Indonesia, most of them arising from

narrow margins of victory.
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The restive region of Papua saw a particularly deadly
election season when 17 people died in August 2011.
In 525 regional elections held since 2005, 47 people have
been killed and 510 injured, according to a study by the
Habibie Center.

Home Affairs Minister Gamawan Fauzi was quoted as telling
Detik.com that more than 50 people were killed in that
time.

Military observer Al Araf, from the human rights group
Imparsial, also cautioned against conflict resulting from
a slim margin of victory.

There is a possibility that conflict could happen from a
close result, if the victor wins by just 4 to 5 percent,”
he says. “Secondly, there could be conflict should
the Indonesian Military and the police not remain neutral.”
Nevertheless, Al Araf says he does not believe the second
scenario has any real possibility of coming into play, even
though both presidential candidates have amassed
a sizeable support base of retired military generals.

“So far, the military and the police have retained neutral,”

he says.
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Prabowo’s campaign team includes an impressive roster of
former military generals, which is hardly surprising given
his own long career in the Army. A group representing
the families of military and police personnel has also
endorsed his presidential bid.

When asked what citizens may do to help guard against the
possibility of conflict, Asvi says, “In my opinion, conflict will
not happen should the margin of victory be 10 percent. It is
the responsibility of the people to involve others to vote,
should they want to avoid a small margin of victory.”

He adds that one doesn’t have to be vocal about one’s
political views, only proactive. Even a simple display
of support, he says, such as wearing T-shirts with the
candidate’s image or name on it, may be enough to
motivate others to voter.

At the other end of the spectrum, political expert Ikrar
Nusa Bhakti, also of LIPI, says he believes conflict is not on
the horizon. He dismisses the notion out of hand, saying,
“There’s no way. In a democracy the losing candidate must
accept defeat.”

The fact remains that while politics is often a passionate
and messy affair, it does not need to devolve into conflict.
Regardless of who wins the race, it is peace that must reign.

Campuses:

Depok

The Depok campus, in Depok, just south of Jakarta, was
built during the mid-1980s to accommodate the
modernization of the university. It is now the main campus.
Most of the faculties (Mathematics and Natural Sciences,
Pharmacy, Engineering, Psychology, Letters, Economics,
Social Politics, Law, Computing, Nursing and Public Health)

have been relocated here.
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The Depok campus is alongside the Jakarta-Bogor
commuter railway, offering students easy access to
transport by rail.

Students also benefit from the frequent commuter bus
services connecting many parts of Jakarta to Depok.

It was planned to relocate the undergraduate training of
the medical and dental faculties to Depok in 2010.

The main library of the university is on the campus, along
with other facilities such as the Student Services Center,

Student Activities Center, gymnasium, stadium, hockey

field, hotel (Wisma Makara), travel agent and the dormitory.

By car: the trip will take about one hour from Jakarta city
centre along regular road or about 30 minutes along inner
city toll road. From Jakarta International Airport the trip
takes about one and a half to two hours via toll road.
Traveling by taxi from the airport will cost around Rp
180,000. Please provide the taxi driver with money for toll
fees around Rp 20,000,-. After exiting all toll gates, the

driver will give you the changes should there are some.
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By train: to get to Depok campus by train, take any of
regular (Jabotabek) trains (stretched from Kota to Bogor ) to
Depok/Bogor. Hop off at Ul or Pondok Cina station. Every
point in the campus is accessible by yellow campus bus,
which serve for free. Wait at the bus stop if you intend to
take the bus or “ojek” (a rented motorcycle equipped with
a driver) if you are in a hurry. Ojek's tariff normally starts

from Rp 2,000, depending on the distance.

Salemba

The Salemba campus, located in Central Jakarta, is
dedicated mostly to the faculties of Medicine and
Dentistry. It adjoins the Cipto Mangunkusumo National
Hospital (RSCM) as well as the University Dental Hospital.
It houses parts of the postgraduate program, the Faculty
of Law (Master of Law Science and Law Science Doctoral
Program), Faculty of Economics (Extension and Master of
Management programs) and the Faculty of Engineering

(laboratories).

Sustainability

Universitas Indonesia maintains 75% of its area for
reforestation. Over 20 kilometers of bicycle path have been
created and shuttle buses are provided for the students
and faculty. The bicycles and buses are to decrease the

number of vehicles in the campus.
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Ul established the GreenMetric Ranking of World
Universities in April 2010 to provide detailed profiles of
participating universities who wish to make the necessary
steps to promote sustainable operations. It is hoped that
the rankings, when published, will promote a greater
environmental awareness for all institutions of higher
learning of the value of putting in places and systems that
will have a positive impact on global warming and climate
change, particularly those that help reduce carbon
emissions through efficient energy use, and alternative
forms of transport, greening the campus and waste
recycling.

The new library "crystal of knowledge" at Depok used a
sustainable concept. Not only in green area and
transportation, Universitas Indonesia has relocated nine
massive African baobab trees aging over 100 years (one said
to be 240 years old) to the Depok campus to prove

the university commitment in going green.
