Regarding the role of educational institutions,
the public expects universities and schools to
serve as centers for developing knowledge and
training both teachers and parents (76.47%).
Additionally, 66.28% believe there should be
more teachers specializing in special education.
For the government, 64.05% of respondents
believe that the top priority should be to
“establish an early screening and intervention
system” for children with special needs, along
with the development of teacher education

curricula focusing on special education (60.78%).

These findings make it clear that special education is no longer seen as an issue for only

a small group. It has become a matter of public concern that requires participation from all
parts of society. To create a more inclusive and open society, we must build a system that
ensures equal access to education, understands diversity, and develops skilled professionals
who are properly trained and genuinely committed.

From my perspective as Chairperson of Suan Dusit Poll, the survey results not only

reflect public attitudes but also serve as policy recommendations for the government and
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educational institutions. Parental education, the training of expert teachers, early screening
systems, and the use of assistive technologies are the key foundations that will help children

with special needs learn and live with dignity in society.

In the end, special education should not be seen as a matter of charity. It is a basic right
of every citizen that must be guaranteed equally. Only then can we build a truly inclusive Thai

society—one that leaves no one behind.
