Poll finds majority happy under NCPO

Nearly 90% of respondents surveyed by the
Suan Dusit Poll say they feel happier since
the National Council for Peace (NCPO) took
charge of the country.

Suan Dusit Rajabhat University asked
2,091 people for their reactions to national
administration under the NCPO.

The poll was held between Tuesday and
Saturday. Of the respondents, 88.5% said
they were happier after seeing peace in the
country and many problems being solved;
64% said their lives had returned to normal
allowing them to go to work and school.

About 93% of respondents said they
enjoyed a better atmosphere at home
because they were no longer worried about

the safety of their family.

In addition, 64.3% said seeing soldiers
deployed made them feel safe and 79.4%
said they had more time to spend with
family members now their school and office
hours ended at normal times,

Among workers, 72.5% said maling a
living was now more convenient.

Among friends, relatives and colleagues,
90.2% of respondents said they were hap-
pier, held parties and were no longer con-
cerned about the national situation.

While 84.7% said they listened to others
more and had adjusted their stances on
people holding beliefs different to their
own, 68.4% said they experienced a sironger
sense of unity and were more aware of the
importance of the national interest.

Meanwhile, the results of a recent survey
by the National Institution of Development
Administration (Nida) also were revealed
yesterday, which found most respond-
ents believed the 12-month timeframe to
reform the country as set by the NCPO
was suitable.

The poll, conducted between Wednes-
day and Thursday, found 58.6% of 1,256
respondents agreed with the NCPO's
12-month timeframe for national refornis.

Within this period, the NCPO intends o
hold a general election, currently sched-
uled for October next year.

Of the respondents, 21.3% found the
timeframe was too long.

The rest of those surveyed said it was
too short.

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Thai PM concedes, congratulates first female premier

Thai Prime Minister AbhisitVejjajiva conceded Sunday that YingluckShinawatra had won
the nation's election.

‘Congratulations to Thailand's first female prime minister,” he said.

Early exit polling in Thailand showed Yingluck of the Pheu Thai party with a wide lead
over Abhisit of the Democratic Party.

Polling also showed Yingiuck's party may take more than 300 of the 500 seats in the
House of Representatives up for grabs in the election, according to data collected by
the SuanDusit Poll. It would be one of the few times in recent decades that a party won a

majority, allowing it to form its own administration without having to build a coalition.

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From football gambling to favourite politician:

whimsical snapshots from Thai pollsters

Sometime in November, just before US President Barack Obama arrived in Thailand on a historic tour of Southeast Asia, a university in
Bangkok released an intriguing set of poll results.

The American leader, declared Assumption University’s Abac Poll Research Centre, was more popuiar than Thailand’s Prime Minister
YingluckShinawatra and opposition leader AbhisitVejjajiva. In fact, 65 per cent of respondents trusted Mr Obama so much they wanted
him to help raise Thai politicians’ moral standards.

While it may be a tall order asking one politician to keep another honest, the 2,000-person survey, canducted across seven Thai
provinces, opened a window into the whimsical world of Bangkok’s pollsters.

The city’s most prolific polling units are housed in Assumption University, SuanDusitRajabhat University, the National Institute of
Development Administration (Nida), and Bangkok University. Politics is their staple,

On any given month, it is possible catch a glimpse of Thais’ every hope, fear and thought about the country’s elected (and unelected)
leaders through their reams and reams of surveys. One can easily find out how people grade MsYingluck’s performance, what they think
about Thailand’s constitution, and whether or not they actuaily care.

But dig past the political turf and you will stumble across the real gems: Polls with an amazing variety of premises and
questions.

Ever wondered what people would do if they could go back in time, for example? Nida tried to find out in January, when it asked
respondents how they would relive their childhood. Amazingly, 45 per cent of respondents said they would hit the books.

The same institute conducted a Bangkok poll about people’s ideal jobs. Fittingly, for a country with a large informal economy, a quarter of
respondents said they wanted to run their own business. About 15 per cent chose the civil service. And only about 3 per cent wanted to
be journalists.

When Bangkok’s weather got steamy towards the middle of the year, Nida asked the city’s residents how heat affects their mood. A cool
27 per cent said they remained unruffled. For those more vuinerable to the vagaries of the weather, more said they would cool off with a
shower than pop down to the shopping haven’s world famous malls.

SuanDusit’s polling unit dived into the football fever during this year’s Euro Cup by asking football fans how they
